The following items are NOT acceptable as donations for this Program: 

 Clothing for men, women and children 

 Empty cans, jars, bottles 

  Bags 

 Heavy black and white television sets (small size color and black and white TVs are fine) 

 Clothes washing machines and dryers 

 Old pictures and mirrors
